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On 11 March 2010, President Dmitry Medvedev introduced to the Russian Parliament several laws in draft
form intended to establish regulations for an alternative procedure for the settlement of disputes - mediation.
Mediation has not previously been expressly provided for by Russian legislation and there was no detailed
description or procedure for it in any legal act.
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The participants in the mediation process are not allowed to
disclose during judicial proceedings any information provided
by the parties in order to conclude a mediation agreement or
regarding their intentions to do so. They are also prohibited
from disclosing any opinions or suggestions made by the
parties during the mediation process and any information
regarding the readiness of one of the parties to accept any
suggestions. The mediator is not authorised to provide the
parties with legal counselling or other help.

The mediator, or an organisation, providing mediation
services, is not authorised to disclose any information
regarding the mediation procedure if it is not expressly
permitted by the parties.

The draft laws also regulate certain quality requirements for
mediation services and procedures of their provision, as well
